The reasonn for
the Exec. decision not to publish
Spike this vear are both multiple and
reasonable.  An editor would be hard

erable amount of Ume coliecliog
materizl, planning the magazine in
evidlaboration with the printer, arrang-
ingy for advertising, discussing types,
#ize, format, prices. The Ume faclar
immedintely vidles ont any faint hape
of having a Spike to reasd this yvear.
All materin]l must be roudy by the
ewd of July ab the latesl. To ask
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a person to attempt to do in one
month what he would find was a full-
time job for six months i3 to ask
the attainment of the impossible. In
the circumsatances, the decisions was

the only reasonable one that could
be made.

However, i1t i3 now four years since
a Spike was published. IC it in
tancially impossible to have oné next
year, it will be five yeurs, and thix
is too long o gap. The Salient liter-
ary jusue of -l year and this year
vompensatle . some samall manner
for the lack of informalion o the
cultural aide of the college.

BIRTH CONTROL.

"'[T is a serious thought that at a certain time there was nothing
of us. The world there was, and people in it, and God, and
time, and history—but of us there was nothing. When we talk of
birth control, of sex, of marriage, there is nothing that brings us
so quickly to our senses, that places all in its right perspective as
this thought—there was a moment when I began to live,”

*That moment was the result
of sexual union of a.man and a
woman.”

Rev, Fr. Weaver, S, DU, staled
this in the eourse of a leclure on the
“yoral Aspects ef Birth Control™
glven In 3 on July 23 to un
audierfre of over 130, The talk was
sponsoared by the Cutholle Students’
Giuild, Dr. Weaver, who spoke lnst
year on “Sexn Education and  the
Catholie,” s o lecturer in theology
al the Marist Father's Seminary.

Stressing  the  importance of his
subject, the speahler naid that when
we talk of birth contrel, we are
bandying about on our lips and in our
minds the potential lives of men and
women lke ourselves, Hence Lhe
solemnity of marringe, which g an
institution  whereby . man and o
woman ure brought tlogether for the
purpose of begetting ehildren,  This
is the primary end of marvinge, and
the  fact  thatl nature  envisages
children is the reaxon for those,
qualities of a true marringe, per-
petual amit exclusive giving over of
sexual rights. The very contract of
marriage ig the mutual handing over
of these rights,

WHAT- IT IS

A definition of birth comntrol was
offered, 11 §8, sald Dr. Weaver, the
positive interruplion of an acl  of
goxun) congreas, depriving it of the
naturat power of precreating life.
Thus, birth control is really birlh
provention-—the prevention of new
life. In Catholic theology it i3 known
a8 onanism, and artificinl onanism is
known ax Neo-Malthusianism.

THE CHURCH'S TEACHING

The principle followed by the
Catholic Church is ax follows: Any
use of matrimony in the exercise of
which the act is deprived of ils
nntural power of procreating life by

mans bndustey, i o mortal s=in, o sin
ngain nature,  The teaching of the
Clhiarch i to be fonnd expheitly stated
in the Eneyelical »Casti Connubit™ of
Pope Pius XI. Tt was wnitten n
1931, and deals with Christien mar-
!'Il.lge,

“Since, therefore, openly deparling
frum the uminterrupled  Christian
tradition, some recontly hove juidged
it poasible to declare anether docinne
reganding the question, the Chatholae
Chureh . . L inarder that she may pre-
serve the chastity  of the nuptial
vinion from this foul stan ra:ses her
voice i token of «ivine ambasadar-
ship med  through oor mouth pro-
claima anew; any use whoatever of
malnmony exercised i ostuch nooway
that the act is deliberately frustrated
in its aatural power o generate life
s an offence againsl e lnw of God
amd agiinst nature”

The Eneyelical wna prompted by o
statement  ssucd by the  Lambeth
Conference of 307 Anglican prefstes,
held in London.  There L was stated
by a majority of 193 to 67, with many
refusing Lo vote on the subject. that
i certain cnsgs  where  procreation
was forbidden” another voice Llhun
that of continence mny be followed.

REASONS FOR THE
CHURCH'S TEACHING

There are three mains rensans why
the Catholic Church forbids birth
vontrol,  First, it chents marriage
nnrd sexunl congresa of Lhely primary
end, which is the generation of off-
spring. Birth control js  thercfore
against the life of posaible men and
women, nnd contrary to the gowd of
the human race, for Lhe conservalion
of which the genitnl organs were
primarily instituted by nature. In-
stead the secondary enda of marniage,
the growth of mutunl love between
husband and wife, aml tne allaying of
natural concupiscence, are placed
first. But Dr. Wenver pwumnted out

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O. Henry's Full House

T was a fair bel that Hollywood

would film some of O. Henry's
stories. After all England had done
Somerset Maughan, and successfully
tco. Bul film producers turn out to
be fools more often than angels; so
be it with the producers of “Full
House™ 0. Henry's stories, -quite
frankly, are nol geod Alm materinl.
Half their charm s the author's
style—quietly humorous, ecofomical,
straight-to-the-point --which helps the
superficislity of the subject matter.
(. Henry is superficial, but, apart
from the style. his stories hale an
append because of their snap, surprise
endings. The present film version
retains the surprise ending but there
i not the faintest suggestion of a

cinematic style thot reflects 0.
Henry's literary style.
No thal is nn exaggeration, Tha

tirst story “The Cop and the An-
them" {3 the best beeause ils direc-
tor has attempled a lightness of
tench, an economy of dialogue and
incidence, The original story is rela-
tively unchanged, except for an added
character which is  essentislly for
the telling of the tale. Charles
Laughton and David Wayne are
worth wittehing wnd provide the only
acting detights of the film. Those who
go 1o see the fiim merely to se¢ Mari-
ivn Monroe will be disappointed, She
amd ull that goes with her are on
the screen for only three minules.
“The Clarion Call" is almost a total

bore. We have the beginning of the
heaviness that is to overload the
rest of the film. The story has been
expounded and the theme and char-
acter distorted. The film's hero be-
comens strong and big-chested, the
original small-wirey detective Jenkin-
ised. The villein =nequires a girl
friend {(he must have some charm}
and becomes more 4 victim of fate
rather than a victim of his own brag-
ging and boasting. Richard Wid-
mark gives an extravagant perform-
ance: that has the pretentiousness of
the direction and scenario.

“The Last Leaf” brings lhe trans-
formation of two elderly painting
aisters into two young beaulies, one
of whom is seriously il from that
well-known  Hollywooed comploint-—
-—h tion or a hangover from a
misfire rringe. What an imagina-
tive film wersious this would have
hean! A painter's  story, with a
painter’s atmosphere and a painters
sel. Hut instead wet got camera
gymnastics, a cinematic white ele-
phant out of a literary painted cot-
tage.

The apirit of Bud Abbolt and Lou
Costello invades “The '‘Ransom of
Hed Chief” together with their ex-
plosive motor-cars, haney bear licks,
night caps and night gowns., Fred
Allen and Oscar Levant fight against
the director and intreduce another
spirit of thetr own. The resull? A
translation that is not O. Henry.
direction thot lacks style and an en-
tertainment that F dull.

“The Gift of the M@
from over sophistication. The couple
of the original story were cssentially
simple - naive in theiy desire to give
ench other a Christmas present. The
climax of the story is spoilt beciuse
of unnecessary window shopping by
Jeanne Crain and Farley Granger.
The two main charncters are mis-
cusl; both players are not sincere
enough, or open, or uncomplicated.

“Full House's” only trump card is
polish of technique. But this is a
doubtful virtue, A bright, glossy
surface hides simplicity and frank-
ness. The producers should not have
sacrificed those qualities, ’

that even these enda are not allayed
Ly birth controt. For where can
there be mutual love when a_man is
using his wife “no more than as a
prpostitute’”  {Aquinas) wanting no
mare from her than what a prostitute
offers? The dignity of a woman is
debased and neither party has any
respecl for the other. And seeking
satisfaction at any cost does not allay
voncipiscence,  Without the conse-
quenee of offspring and the reaponsi-
bility of looking after children-—with
no fear of unpleasant resulls con-
cupiscence is not allayed but ins
creased, Therefore hirth control frus-
trales both the primary and secon-
dary ends of ma .

Secondly it is against conjugal
faith. In enlering a marriage con-
tracl the husband gives his wife sole
and perpetual right of his genital
organs for acts which of their nature
are apt to produce offspring, and on
her part the wife gives these rights
to her husband. But birth control
hipders the creation of new life, so
that the marriage contrnct, aithough
deadly serious, is not fulfilled. The
essential purpose of birth control ir
the destruction of the human race by
the prevention of offspring aml this is
ngainst nature when indulged in by
married people.

Thirdly, when birth control is used
frequently it kiils human love and
consumes the health of the parties. A
woman becomeés nd a prostitute and
man n prey to his appetites.

THE MEDICAL THEORY

Those were the moml aspects
of birth control, sald Dr. Weaver,
and he stoted clearly that that
was the only point of view on
which he was qualified to speak
definitely. But he pointed ont

be broken, with Ginppunity, On the
that If a thing is morally wmog,
thon it follows that It is toially

wrong, As far as thd Aslan and

Japanese problems  were  con-

cerned the views of an expert

ceonomist had to be sought.

The speaker cid, however, a&dduce
as further arpuments the opintonk
of qualified English gynaccologisls,
the majority of whom oppose birth
control on medical grounds. Halliday
Sutherland and Lord Dawson speak
of the danger of sterility. Dr. R, A.
Cibbons agrees with this, poinling
out that physiological laws cannot
be broken with impunity. On the
subject of mental heoalth Dr. Louise
Mellroy, Professor of Gynaecology at
the London School of Medicing, snys,
“Nouroses are largely the resuit of
contraceplives.”

THE MEDICAL VIEWPOINT

These nre only a few slatements
made by authorities on this admit-
tedly controverninl subjeclt but they
arg based on a theory of testicular
hormones which pass with germ cells
from male to female. These are said
to be pecessary for the physical and
mental wellbeing of the female but
are immediately destroyed if injected
unnaturally into the female. The only
pasaage through which they will
effectively operate are those same
Fallopian tubes where, in the normal
course of events, conception takes
place.

Obstruction by birth control by
these hormones causes

and nervoas debillty in the

female nnd there In no known

nwethod which can avoid this re-
sull.

Father Wenaver's talk was fol-
lowed by questions touching on
topics such as “the safe period.”’
sterilisation of the Insane. and
Froud's theories of the “ego" and
the “id." The evening closed with
Mr. M. J, O'Brien moving a vote of
thanka to the npeaker for his well
reasoned and ced lecture.
